The petitioners who are private colleges have filed this writ petition praying
for a direction to the respondent No.2/Kranti Veer Tatyatope University to
consider the applications made by private colleges for forwarding the same.

The grievance of the petitioners/college is that they have enrolled the
private students for graduation courses and at earlier point of time their
examination forms were being forwarded by respondent No.2/University.
However, it is their grievance that now the respondent No.2/University is not
accepting and forwarding the forms of private students. Therefore, their
apprehension is that the private students enrolled by them would be deprived of
their right to participate in the examination. It is submitted that the last date for
submitting and forwarding the application forms is 26.05.2025.

On the other hand, Shri Agarwal appearing on behalf of respondents No. 1
and 3/State informs this Court that the government has authorized about 25
government colleges for accepting and forwarding the examination forms of
private students. He therefore, submits that prayer made in this writ petition is not
permissible.

After arguing the learned counsel for the partics, action of respondents in
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examination form of private students is required to be adjudicated. However,

looking to the urgency involved in the matter, it is thought proper to direct that for

the present, petitioners/colleges shall submit the examination forms of private

students, enrolled with them, with any of the 25 government colleges, of which the
list is supplied by Government Advocate to the counsel for petitioners/colleges.

On their submitting the application forms, the concerned government
college shall take suitable steps for forwarding the application forms.

Since the petitioners/colleges has not prayed for any interim relief in this
petition and they have only prayed for final relief, looking to the fact that interest
of private students is involved in the case, interim direction as aforesaid is being
passed in the peculiar facts of this case.

Learned Government Advocate also submits that last date of submitting
application forms is 26.05.2025, is alongwith late fee.

Learned petitioners' counsel undertakes to pay requisite late fee also.

It is made clear that aforesaid interim order is passed only in view of the
urgency involved and the interest of students involved in the matter and the
petitioners shall not claim any equity on the basis of this interim order if
ultimately petition do not succeed.

Issue notices to the respondents on payment of process fee, payable by

registered mode within a period of one week.
